During the excursion to the historical salt mine we will have the opportunity to
familiarize with the history of one of the greatest Polish tourist sites, which justifiably
is counted as one of the UNESCO World Heritage Sites

The Salt Mine Wieliczka is the oldest salt enterprise on Polish land dating back to
the Middle Ages. For centuries it was the source of the country’s wealth and the
material foundation of its culture. Today it is one of the most popular Polish tourist
attractions.

Several hundreds years of rock salt exploitation have shaped the spatial
arrangement of its excavated structure. Lying on nine levels, concealed under the
town, the mine reaches down to the depth of 327 metres. Subterranean Wieliczka
consists of nearly 300 kilometres of corridors and almost 3,000 chambers. The tourist
route accessible to visitors includes a 3.5-kilometres section located from 64 to 135
metres below ground level.

When walking down the underground galleries we shall take a sweet and coffee
break.

The great chapels, charming underground lakes, original equipment, activity
help to visualize people’s work.

In order to see the beautiful sites of Cracow area, after visiting the main we will
go for lunch to one of the local palaces.
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We offer the following menu:

Old Polish pate with cranberry sauce

Spicy tomatoe-and-pease soup served with toasts

Turkey rolls stuffed with spinach in garlic sauce served with dumplings and
mixed salad

Traditional Cracow cheesecake

After getting back to the city center we will invite our guests for a walk down the
Royal Route.

We will start this journey back to the history of Poland and Cracow on the Market
Square, where we will have the chance to learn about the greatest historical sites of
the city. Next we shall commence our journey towards the Wawel Castle.

In the castle courtyard we will be invited at an individual tour which shall finish with a
short concert of classical music in the Senators’ Room.
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After the tour and the concert we will go for a dinner to the restaurant located in the
south wing of the castle complex.

DAY 4 — 24 MAY 2008

9.15 a.m. — walk from hotel to Collegium Maius.

Collegium Maius is a place of great historical value — in the year 2000 we celebrated
the 600™ anniversary of the modernization of Jegiellonski University, the oldest
Polish college. In 1400 Polish king Wladyslaw Jagiello modernized the University
originally founded by king Casimir the Great in 1364 as the Cracow Academy. It is
the second oldest university in central Europe, preceded only by Prague University. It
used to be the heart of intellectual thought in Europe. The Golden Age describes the
greatest times in the history of Cracow when the humanistic thought was acquiring its
shape and reformation was taking place, which specified the identity of the city for
the future. The list of students of Jagiellonski University includes for example Nicolas
Copernicus, whose heliocentric theory is a milestone in the world’s science.

From 9.30 a.m. — tour around the historicel part of the University

After the tour we will proceed to ceremonial inaugu ration of the
conference and opening lecture in the historical interiors of the Jagiellonska
Lecture Theatre.
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Once the conference has started we shall move to Micha Bobrzy ski's
Lecture Theatre, equipped with modern multimedia.

The guests who will not participate in the conference will have the chance to
visit Czartoryski's Museum.
From 14.00 p.m. — lunch for everyone at one of the restaurants in the city center.

After the meal we would like to invite you to visit Kazimierz district which
constitutes a live monument of the Jewish Diaspora in Cracow.

The eastern part of Cracow used to be inhabited by the Jewish Diaspora.
Many historical sites, particularly sacral sites have been preserved until today in
Kazimierz. We will start our tour by Tempel Synagogue (Miodowa street) built in
1862 for the Reform Judaism Society. Next we will visit Kupa Synagogue
(Warszauera street) from 12th century and Isaac Synagouge (Jakuba street) built
between 1638 and 1644. At Josefa street there is the highest synagogue in
Kazimierz district, built in 1560 and called High Synagouge. The culmination
element of the tour is Szeroka Street where we can find three temples, one of
which is the Old Synagouge — the oldest Jewish building in Poland (XV c.). Today
there is a branch of the Historical Museum for the City of Cracow with exhibition
dedicated to the Jewish People of Cracow. Next to the renaissance Remuh
synagogue (1557) there is an old Jewish cemetery from the year 1511.
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The walk in the Kazimierz district would not be complete without a moment
spared to enjoy the atmosphere and coffee together with the most delightful local
sweets in a typical as for Kazimierz café.

After the tour we shall go back to the hotel — free time..

20.00 p.m. — Trip by traditional cabs to the
famous Wierzynek Restaurant for a gourmet
dinner . Our guests will get suitable Polish
souvenirs during the meal — each of the
participants will receive a bottle of honey. On the
official gala dinner will also be some time
designated for speeches and toasts.

10.30 a.m. - departure for the Auschwitz — Birkenau Concentration Camp, guided
tour

For the entire world Auschwitz has become the symbol of terror, genocide and
Holocaust. It was built by the Nazis in the outskirts of the city of Auschwitz, which
similarly as the other parts of Poland was under German control during WW 11.

On 2 July 1947 by the act passed by the Polish Parliament the National
Museum Auschwitz — Birkenau was created on the area of two parts of the camp:
Auschwitz | and Auschwitz Il — Birkenau. In 1979 the Museum has become one of
the UNESCO World Heritage Sites.
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After the tour we will go for lunch to Stara Poczta restaurant.

Return to Cracow.
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The guests organize dinner on their own.
